Membership 

1    Change first sentence: 

From:  

      The members of the society 
shall be any persons (18) 
eighteen years of age and 
older, who resides in the 
Province of Alberta, who 
have paid the annual fee of 
this society as established 
year to year by the annual 
meeting and who are ap-

proved by the existing society 
members. 

To:               

      The members of the society 
shall be any persons (18) 
eighteen years of age and 
older, who have paid the an-
nual fee of this society as 
established year to year by 
the annual meeting and who 
are approved by the existing 
society members. 

Delete the whole third sen-
tence: 

      Any person who is (12) twelve 
years or more but less that 
(16) sixteen years, who re-
sides in the Province of Al-
berta and who are approved 
by existing society members, 
may be admitted to this Soci-
ety upon payment of one-half 
of the annual fee of the Soci-
ety, but said member shall 
have no voting privileges. 

17 Change first sentence: 

  From:   A quorum shall be ¾ of 
the members present at any 
meeting. 

 To:    A quorum shall be present 
when at least two Executive 
Committee members, two 
members at large and at least 
1 of the 6 directors are pre-
sent at the meeting. 

Also any other proposals to 

rescind, alter, or add By -

Laws presented at the meet-

ing.
